Bruceville Road Bicycle/Pedestrian Access Alternatives — Gary Grunwald, Public Works.
Recenftly the City widened Bruceville Road between Elk Grove and Laguna Boulevards from
two to three lanes in each direction, as required by Laguna Ridge Specific Plan mitigation
measure 4.2.3d. Unfortunately, the road was not wide enough to retain the existing bike
lanes. Both the Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan and Laguna Ridge Specific Plan
mitigation measures call for bike lanes along Bruceville Road. Specifically, Laugua Ridge
Specific Plan mitigation measure 4.3.2 (implement the AQ-15 plan) requires bike lanes along
Bruceville and other nearby roads to mitigate the impact to air quality created by Laguna
Ridge, thus some bicycle/pedestrian feature will need to replace these lost lanes. Staff seeks
Committee recommendations on how to provide this bicycle/pedestrian access.

Development of Consistent Signage for Bikeways — At their September meeting, the Trails
Committee discussed the development of consistent signage for bikeways and considered
the development of a bikeway numbering system and a map that depicts this. The
Committee agreed to research alternatives and consider this item further at this meeting.
