This is a resubmittal – The applicant proposes subdividing the 

property to develop single family lots and associated parks. The 

resubmittal features: 

 

1.) Addition of 4.8 acres of parkway running north-south through 

the central portion of the project.  

2.) 30 foot landscape corridor on the north side of Bilby Road 

extension to include a 10 foot off-street pedestrian/bike trail.  

3.) Park sites reconfigured with a larger community park on the 

north side and smaller neighborhood park on the south side 

consistent with CSD comments. 

4.) Reconfigured street/lot pattern into a modified grid system. 

This pattern better fits with the park and parkway layout and 

maintains multiple points of access throughout the project. 

5.) Detention basin designed as a permanent facility and 

configured to complement the proposed adjacent parkway 
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on two sides, landscape corridor on the other two sides and 

the community park to the north.  

 

Features maintained from previous submittals: 

 

1.) Reservation of 1.7 acre fire station site intended to serve 

Sterling Meadows and the Elk Grove Promenade. 

2.) 10.0 net acre multi-family site consistent with the General 

Plan policy and Housing Element requirements.  

3.) Landscape corridor and single loaded streets along 

Kammerer Rd. 

4.) Reservation of drainage and sewer facilities that service 

both Sterling Meadows and the Elk Grove Promenade. 

5.) Live/work units within the 40’x80’ alley product to provide 

possible work-at-home alternatives. 

Christine Crawford is the project planner.  This is an informational 

presentation designed to describe how the applicant has 

addressed the Trails Committee’s comments prior to the project 

going before the Planning Commission on May 1, 2008.

3 parcels; Design Review for three  buildings totaling 30,025 sq. ft.; 

Conditional Use Permit to allow a drive-thru within 1000’ feet from 

rural residential properties, Variance to allow reduced setbacks from 

25 feet to 10 feet between  Retail B Building and west property line 
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Note: This project is contingent upon the approval and recordation 

of the Rock Church Tentative Parcel Map project (EG-08-007).  The 

Rock Church parcel map is to subdivide the 10.26-gross acre parcel 

(APN 121-0190-009) into 2 parcels consisting of 5 acres and 5.26 acres 

in size.
